DO NOT use impact drivers, as the hardware is made of stainless steel, so it can easily grip and become
unusable.

It is not recommended to tighten and loosen this type
of nut repeatedly.

e All assemblies without nylon nuts require the use of a thread blocking adhesive such as LOCTITE 242 or LOCTITE
